God’s Will 

 Here, then, is what I feel is the significance of the 
Baptism in the Spirit.  It is God’s answer to this malfunctioning 
that has grown up in the Christian life in the Sacrament of 
Baptism. 
It is an accepted fact that over the last few years there has been 
some concern on the part of the Church, among the bishops, that 
the Christian sacraments, especially baptism, are being 
administered to people who will not make any use of them in life.  
As a result, it has even been suggested that baptism should not be 
administered unless there are some minimum guarantees that will 
be cultivated and valued by the child in question.  For one should 
not throw pearls to dogs, as Jesus said, and baptism is a pearl, 
because it is the fruit of the blood of Christ. 
But it seems that God was concerned about this situation even 
before the Church was,  and  raised up here and  there in the 
Church movements aimed at  renewing Christian initiation in 
adults.  The Charismatic Renewal is one of these movements and 
in it the principle grace is baptism in the Spirit.  It is linked to the 
Sacraments of Baptism.
