assistance.  The range of services includes financial 
assistance, shelter, soup kitchens, food pantries and 
clothing for the poor.  Churches also provide elderly 
housing, child daycare, tutoring and substance abuse 
counseling, along with a whole range of support groups 
and counseling for emotional illnesses and other social 
problems.  Inner city areas and minority groups are 
greatly served by religious organizations across a wide 
variety of denominations.

LITURGY CORNER 
 

One of the changes in emphasis in the Liturgy that 
was brought about by the Vatican Council was a 
new focus on the different ways in which Jesus is 
present to His People during the Mass. In particular, 
four ways or 'modes' in which He is present were 
highlighted: in the person of the priest, in the People 
assembled, in His Word as it is proclaimed, and in 
His Eucharist (cf. 2nd Vatican Council, Constitution 
on the Liturgy, #7). The Bishops teach that it is 
important for us to have a good understand of this: 
"In order to achieve a deeper understanding of the 
eucharistic mystery, the faithful should be 
instructed in the principal modes by which the Lord 
is present to His Church in liturgical celebrations." 
(Sacred Congregation of Rites, On Worship of the 
Eucharist, #9).  
Very important, because if we are consciously 
aware of the different ways in which Jesus is 
present at our Liturgies, we will be more present to 
Him during the entire Liturgy. This will help keep 
us from treating parts of the Mass as unimportant or 
from too narrowly focusing on only one aspect, e.g. 
His Eucharist presence. We will be able to more 
fully cooperate with His grace and the entire 
Liturgy will be the act of worship that God intends 
it to be. 
 
In the last Liturgy Corner I focused on one of the 
aspects of how Jesus is present: in the full, active, 
and conscious participation of His People. As the 
Vatican Council taught: "He is present when the 
Church prays and sings, for He has promised 'where 
two or three are gathered together in My Name 
there I am in the midst of them.'" (2nd Vatican 
Council, Constitution on the Liturgy, #7). The more 
we fully, actively, consciously participate in the 
Liturgy, the more we are actually gathering in His 
Name, the more we will be open to the experience 
of His presence and give Him the worship that He 
deserves.

Health Corner 

 
 

 Don’t spread the flu!  If you are sick with a flu-like 
illness, stay home.  Symptoms of flu include fever (100 
degrees F) or chills and cough or sore throat.  In 
addition, symptoms of flu can include runny nose, body 
aches, headache, tiredness, diarrhea, or vomiting.  The 
CDC recommends that if you are sick, you stay home 
until at least 24 hours after you are free from fever 
without the use of fever reducing medicine.  If you know 
you are sick or know that you have an easily 
communicable disease you are not bound by the 
obligation to participate in Mass on Sunday.  (Code of 
Canon Law cc 1247-8)  Stay at home and return to 
church when you are well.  (For longer illnesses, contact 
the Parish Office so that arrangement can be made for 
someone to bring you Holy Communion.) 
 
The Sign of the Peace.  At the sign of the peace we 
convey peace through Jesus Christ before we share Holy 
Communion.  Remember that there is no single gesture 
required for the sign.  Many people prefer to shake 
handles while others offer a simple bow.  During this 
time of increased flu activity, please be guided by 
common sense.  No matter the sign offered, “The peace 
of the Lord be always with you” is appropriate along 
with the response “Amen.
