Fathers Spend More Time With Children

Another interesting finding about churchgoing
families is that fathers are encouraged, through their
church associations, to spend more time with their
children. More interesting still is that they actually do.

An article published by the Hartford Institute for
Religion Research, based on studies by J. Bartowski, B.
Wilcox and C. Ellison, noted that conservative Christians
are more likely to put family concerns ahead of career
considerations, not only in theory but in deed. The
researchers found that these fathers were more involved
with their children, both at home and within organized
church and non-church activities, such as Scouts, youth
groups, and father-child events.

Release and Confirmation of Faith

It's effectiveness in reactivating baptism consists in this: finally
man contributes his part — namely, he makes a choice of faith,
prepared in repentance that allows the work of God to set itself
free and to emanate all its strength. It is as if the plug is pulled and
the light is switched on. The gift of God is finally “untied” and the
Spirit is allowed to flow like a fragrance in the Christian life.

In addition to the renewal of grace of baptism, the Baptism in the
Spirit is also a confirmation of one’s own baptism, a deliberate
“yes” toit, its fruit and its commitments, and such it is also similar
to Confirmation too. Confirmation being the sacrament that
develops, confirms, and brings to completion the work of baptism.
From it, too, comes that desire for greater involvement in the
apostolic and missionary dimension of the Church that is usually
noted in those who receive Baptism in the Spirit. They feel more
inclined to cooperate with the building up of the Church, to put
themselves at her service in various ministries both clerical and
lay, to witness for Christ —to do all those things that recall the
happening of Pentecost and which are actuated in the Sacrament
of Confirmation.

The Baptism of the Spirit is not the only occasion known within the
Church for this reviving of the sacraments of initiation. There is,
for example, the renewal of the baptismal promises in the Easter
vigil, and there are the spiritual exercises, and the religious
professions, sometimes called a “second baptism” and at the
sacrament level there is Confirmation.

It is also not difficult to discover in the lives of the saints, the
presence of a spontaneous effusion, especially on the occasion of
their conversion. The difference with the Baptism in the Spirit,
however, is that it is open to all the people of God, small and great,
and not only to those privileged ones who do the Ignatian Spiritual
Exercises or make a religious profession.

The Secret of Praise
Praise is prayer through which we marvel at the wonders of
God and in which we sing out your joy. It is one of the most
wonderful expressions of love from creatures to their Creator.

A personal need

Some people tend to exaggerate when they admire something.
Even more so when it comes to God! To know Him is to love

Him. To love Him is to praise Him. We could even claim that it

is one of our commandments. So says Paul the Apostle:
“Rejoice always. Pray without ceasing. In all circumstances
give thanks, for this is the will of God for you in Christ Jesus.”
(1 Thes. 5: 16-18) This requirement to praise is derived from
the first commandment: “You shall love the Lord, your God,
with all your heart, with all your being, with all your strength,
and with all your mind, and your neighbor as yourself.”
(Luke 10:27)

But we also praise because it is our vocation. Praise echoes
without interruption between the Father, the Son and the Holy
Spirit in an ever-sounding concert in which we will participate
for eternity in Heaven. So, why not learn how to praise while
we are in this world? “Our happiness in eternity will consist in
praising God. Nobody can pretend to this future glory without
any practice in the present. So, let’s start praising God today”
(St. Augustine Commentary on Psalm 148)

The Holy Spirit
The Holy Spirit is a Spirit of praise. He inspired the Psalms,
these marvelous songs of praise. He inspires Mary in her
Magnificat, fuels the exaltation of Jesus (Luke 10,21) and
inspires the thanksgiving of the Apostles on Pentecost. No
wonder praise became such a powerful component of the
Charismatic Renewal; praise is the work of the Spirit who
wants to build a “people of praise” to glorify the Father.

How to give thanks?

By way of song, we can better free up our hearts, and,
simultaneously, under the action of the Spirit, we can deepen
our praise, In this way, the Spirit also plays a crucial role in a

prayer group; He is the special means chosen by God t lead us
in praise. Why not involve our whole body in our praise; “raise
your hands to Him and bless your God...."?

Health Corner
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Don’t spread the flu! If you are sick with a flu-like illness, stay
home. Symptoms of flu include fever (100 degrees F) or chills and
cough or sore throat. In addition, symptoms of flu can include runny
nose, body aches, headache, tiredness, diarrhea, or vomiting. The
CDC recommends that if you are sick, you stay home until at least 24
hours after you are free from fever without the use of fever reducing
medicine. If you know you are sick or know that you have an easily
communicable disease you are not bound by the obligation to
participate in Mass on Sunday. (Code of Canon Law cc 1247-8)
Stay at home and return to church when you are well. (For longer
illnesses, contact the Parish Office so that arrangement can be made
for someone to bring you Holy Communion.)

The flu season is starting. More than one kind of flu virus will be
spreading this season, including seasonal flu and the 2009 HIN1
(Swine) flu. If you get the flu, you can easily spread it to others.
Please follow the recommendations of the CDC and health
department for everyone’s safety. Wash your hands often, cover
your mouth with a tissue or your arm if you sneeze or cough, get a
vaccination when available, and stay at home when you feel sick.
