ADVENT NEWS

The Coming of the Son of Man Is the
Beginning of Life

This truth (the narrative of the end of the world),
although it is recalled also in the liturgy (of the
season of Advent), ... is not, however, the specific
truth announced now and in the whole period of
Advent. It is not the principal word of the gospel.
What is the principal word? ...It is the coming of
the Son of Man. The principal word of the gospel is
not “passing away,” “absence,” but “the coming”
and “the presence.” It is not “death,” but “life.”
The gospel is the good news, because it speaks the
truth about life in the context of death. The coming
of the Son of Man is the beginning of this life, and
it is precisely Advent that speaks to us of this
beginning. Advent, which answers the question:
How must men live in the world with the prospect
of death? How must men, who may lose his life in
this world, in order to meet the Son of Man whose
comings is the beginning of the new life, the life
more powerful than death?
