More Effective Child Discipline 
 

Everyone knows that conservative religious families are more 
stern and strict about family rules, right?  Well, partly right. 
A study by J. Bartowski, B. Wilcox and C.Ellison found that in 
conservative religious families, parents are more likely to see 
spanking to discipline children.  They also found, however, that 
these parents are less likely to yell at their kids or to mete out 
arbitrary discipline.  These parents tend to rely on parenting 
manual consistent with their religious beliefs and are 
encouraged by religious leaders and church support groups to 
set clear expectations for their children’s behavior and use 
corporal punishment only in well-defined circumstances of 
outright rebellion.  They also tend to show more leniency in 
mitigating circumstances.   
Children disciplined in this manner do not appear to exhibit the 
negative characteristics of children from abusive or 
dysfunctional families, as been shown by C. G. Ellison in his 
1996 study of 13,017 adults in 1996.

BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT 

Fr. Raniero Cantalamessa, OFM 
(Fr. Cantalamessa has been the Papal preacher to Pope John 

Paul II's Pontifical household since 1980.) 

The Will of God in History 

Where does this extraordinary force that we experienced when 
we were Baptized in the Spirit come from?  What we are 
talking about is not just some theory, but something that we 
ourselves have experienced and therefore can say with John, 
“What we have heard, what we have seen with our own eyes, 
what our hands have touched, this we also announce to you, 
so that you too be in communion with us.”  (see I John 1: 1-11).  
The explanation of this force is in the will of God – because 
God was pleased to renew the Church today by this means – 
and this is enough. 

There are certainly some biblical precedents, like the one told 
in Acts 8: 14-17, when Peter and John, having heard that 
Samaria welcomed the Word of God, went there, prayed for 
them, and laid hands on them so that they could receive the 
Holy Spirit.  But these biblical precedents, are not sufficient to 
explain the vastness and depth of the contemporary of the 
effusion of the Spirit. 

The explanation therefore is in God’s plan.  We could say, by 
paraphrasing a famous saying of the Apostle Paul:  Because 
Christians, with all their organization, were not able to transmit 
the power of the Spirit, God was pleased to renew the 
believers through the foolishness of the Baptism in the Spirit.  
In fact theologians look for an explanation and responsible 
people for moderation, but simple souls touch with their hands 
the power of Christ in the Baptism of the Spirit (1 Cor 12: 1-24) 

We men, and in particular we men of the Church, tend to limit 
God in His freedom: we tend to insist that He follows a 
compulsory pattern (the so called channels of grace) and we 
forget that God is a torrent that breaks loose and creates its 
own path and that the Spirit blows where and how he wants 
(notwithstanding the role of the teaching of the Church to 
discern what actually comes from the Spirit and what does not 
come from Him).  What does Baptism of the Spirit consist of 
and how does it work?  In the Baptism of the Spirit there is a 
secret, mysterious move of God that is His way of becoming 
present, in a way that is different for each one because only he 
knows us in our inner part and how to act upon our unique 
personality.  There is also the external community part which is 
the same for everyone and consists mainly of three things:  
brotherly love, laying on of hands, prayer.  These are non- 
sacramental but  simply ecclesiastic  elements.

The Secret of Praise 

Praise is prayer through which we marvel at the wonders of 
God and in which we sing out your joy.  It is one of the most 

wonderful expressions of love from creatures to their Creator. 
 

Spontaneous Prayer 

It is a whisper that spreads throughout the prayer assembly, 
each individual blessing God quietly, in complete freedom.  At 
first surprised by the sight of “everyone speaking at the same 
time”, we are soon touched by the extent, the power and the 
unity which is realized in this collective praise. 
 

Fruits  

The first fruit is an increase in fraternal charity.  Praise, while 
expressing our love of God, also strengthens our fraternal 
bonds.  Praise forms a communion of the same admiration. 
 
Praise also brings out numerous charisms by invoking the Holy 
Spirit.  As a testimony of our open hearts, of our love and our 
availability, praise asks God to come among us. As such, 
praise is the best preparation to exercise charisms.   
 
Praise also evangelizes.  On the morning of Pentecost, praise 
caught the attention of the crowd gathered around the 
Cenacle.  “We heard them all praise the wonders of God in our 
own language” (Acts 2).  Many prayer groups have 
experienced  this; praise attracts and touches hearts. 
 
Moreover, praise frees us ups and heals us:  “but I will heal 
them and to those who mourn for them” (Is 57: 18).  There is a 
mysterious bond between praise and healing Witness Paul and 
Silas giving thanks in prison at midnight (Ac 16 : 25-28):  all the 
prisoners’ chains were broken.  Their praise not only freed all.  
As a group prayer, praise invites God healing powerK..even 
among those who only listen! 
 

A Grace of Choice 

Praise can thus be seen as special grace god bestows upon 
us.  By welcoming this grace into our prayer groups, we also 
welcome it in our daily and personal life.  Thus, while on earth, 
we prepare ourselves in faith for the eternal heart to heart, 
perfect fruit to our promised salvation, to the praise of His 
glory.

F Don’t spread the flu!  If you are sick with a flu-like 
illness, stay home.  Symptoms of flu include fever (100 
degrees F) or chills and cough or sore throat.  In 
addition, symptoms of flu can include runny nose, body 
aches, headache, tiredness, diarrhea, or vomiting.  The 
CDC recommends that if you are sick, you stay home 
until at least 24 hours after you are free from fever 
without the use of fever reducing medicine.  If you know 
you are sick or know that you have an easily 
communicable disease you are not bound by the 
obligation to participate in Mass on Sunday.  (Code of 
Canon Law cc 1247-8)  Stay at home and return to 
church when you are well.  (For longer illnesses, contact 
the Parish Office so that arrangement can be made for 
someone to bring you Holy Communion.)
