DEACON’S PONDERINGS

I’ve been pondering the Spiritual Works of
Mercy. By their very nature the spiritual works
of mercy excel the corporal works. Do you
remember what they are? 1. To admonish the
sinner; 2. To instruct the ignorant; 3. To counsel
the doubtful; 4. To comfort the sorrowful; 5. To
bear wrongs patiently; 6. To forgive all injuries;
and finally 7. To pray for the living and the
dead. I don’t have space to discuss each spiritual
work so let us address only number one. We are
obliged to admonish the sinner and to try to
persuade him/her to turn from evil and to
practice virtue whenever prudence dictates. We
are not obliged to do so when, for example, we
judge that our words will not be heeded or that
greater harm will follow. Persons in authority,
for example, parents and teachers, have a
greater obligation than others in this regard.
Sinners may be admonished not only by kind
words but also by good example. Let us pray
about these spiritual works of mercy and
consider what we are doing to make them a part
of our Christian life. Please pray for me. I
always pray for you. Ilove you. Deacon Bob

LITURGY CORNER

Monday MARCH 1
Anointing of the sick, part IV

Who should receive this Sacrament? The Catechism actually
lists several groups of folks who are obvious candidates for
the reception of this Sacrament:

Tuesday MARCH 2
--those in danger of death from sickness or old age

Wednesday MA RCH 3 --those about to undergo a serious operation

--the elderly whose frailty has become more pronounced

--those who have already received the Sacrament but
subsequently have experienced a worsening of their serious

Thursday MARCH 4 condition

Any folks in the above-mentioned conditions are encouraged
to receive the Sacrament. However, this leaves the question:
how sick is sick enough to receive the Sacrament? There is
some help for this we can derive from the above list. Notice,
in terms of operations, it doesn't say that the operation has to
be so grave as to be life-threatening, but only serious. The
instruction in the Rite of Anointing itself mentions that the
word 'seriously’ was specifically chosen rather than 'gravely'
or 'extremely' to describe how sick one had to be. The
Sacrament is clearly not intended for what are usually
considered 'trivial' physical ailments, e.g. colds, etc., but
people with what their doctors would term a serious condition
Saturday MARCH 6 should feel free to receive this Sacrament.

Fast and Abstinence

Good Friday and Ash Wednesday are the major days for
fasting in general for those who have reached the age 18 and
are not yet 60. Abstinence means no meat on those days for
those who are age 14 [or over]. General canon law says that
all Fridays are days of abstinence -- no meat -- but if you
want to eat meat, you should substitute some other form of
penance.

The US rules for abstinence from meat includes all Fridays
during Lent; Fast (small meals, no snacks) + Abstinence (as
in universal rules -- no meat) on Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday.
