Reason # 27 
Safer Communities 

  
 It seems that more and more evening news 
broadcasts focus on a terrible murder or other crime 
committed in our neighborhoods and communities.  Do 
we need to start fearing our own neighbors now.  Not if 
we all go to church. 
 Statistically speaking, people who go to church 
do not commit murder as often as those who don't 
attend church.  Thus, if the nice guy next door is a 
churchgoing person, the chances are reduced that one 
day you will be seeing him on the six o'clock news being 
led away in handcuffs.  A study by D. Lester published in 
Psychological Reports in 1988 is a good case in point.  
The study showed that the percentage of people 
attending church in a community was inversely related to 
homicide.  This study concluded, as have others, that 
actually attending church is a more important factor in 
reducing homicide rates than mere religious affiliation or 
belief.

DEACON’S PONDERINGS 

 
I've been pondering "going back to school".  Sometimes 
this is a challenge for both parents and children. A few 
years ago I did quite a bit of substitute teaching so the 
comments in today's Ponderings are based in large part 
on my experiences with teachers and children.  My 
comments are made for your consideration only. I really 
try not telling you what to do!  If my comments do not 
apply to you or your children, pray for those parents and 
children for whom they do apply. - (1) Parents: support 
your teachers.  Teachers work long hours to educate 
your children and them only have the wellbeing of your 
children at heart.  (2)  Many children read poorly.  Take 
time to read with your child at home.  Don't expect the 
teacher to be able to do it all.  (3)  Many children do not 
know their multiplication factors.  Drill them at home.  
(4)  Many children arrive at school dressed like 
ragamuffins.  I believe that proper dress will contribute 
to the notion that education is a serious business.  School 
is not a time to play and to fool around.  (5)  Many 
children show little or no respect for teachers.  I believe 
that this is because children are not taught respect at 
home.  To assist children to do their homework, to study, 
and to complete other assignments in a proper and 
studious manner, I suggest that from Sunday evening 
through Thursday evening the TVs, videos, electronic 
games, etc. be turned off!  Education is a very serious 
business and nothing should interfere with our children 
doing their very best.  Parents: be parents and do the 
right thing.  I love you.

Charisms and their use 
 

 What diffentiates a Charismatic prayer group from 
other types of prayer groups is that the spotlight is on the use 
of charisms. 
“ To each is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the 
common good."  1or. 12,7 

A charism is a gift of God, not only for the sanctification of the  
person but also for the building up of the Body of Christ and 
the coming of the Kingdom.  The Second Vatican Council 
made strong the mention of charisms in two documents 
(Lumen Gentium, #12; Decree on the Lay Apostolic Life, #3). 
As much as it is an institution, the Church is also charismatic in 
the unending flow of God's grace and his sovereign freedom to 
give his gifts as he wishes and where he wants to.  If charisms 
have always been exercised in the Church, a new 
consciousness on their existence, of their usefulness and even 
of their necessity, resurfaces most of the time within the prayer 
group.  Therefore the authenticity of charisms (tongues, 
prophecies, healing, discernment of spirits and many others), 
and especially the virtue of charity, can all be tested and 
checked. 
"The love of God has been poured out into our hearts through 
the Holy Spirit that has been given to us."  (Rom 5,5) 
 
This experience of exercising extraordinary charisms during a 
prayer meeting will afterwards help each person in his or her 
own life, to exercise more ordinary charisms for the building up 
of the church or the proclamation of the Gospel.  Finally, 
charisms should not and cannot be opposed to ministries.  
They are complementary and necessary to each other.

God is Author and Power 

 The Renewal is a renewal in which God, not man, 
is the principle author.  "I, not you," says God, "make all 
things new".  (Rev 21:5); "My Spirit - and He alone - may 
renew the face of the earth" (see Psalm 104:30)  From the 
religious point of view, we tend to view things from a 
ptolemaic perspective: at the foundation there are our 
efforts - organizations, efficiency, reforms, goodwill - with 
the earth here as the center which God comes to strengthen 
and crown, by His grace and our effort. 

 We must - at this point the Word of God cries out -
" give the power back to God" (Psalm 68:35) because "the 
power belongs to God" (Psalm 62:12).  For too long we 
have usurped this power of His from God, by managing it 
as if it were ours, as if it was up to us to "govern" the power 
of God.  We have totally changed our perspective.  That is, 
to acknowledge simply that without the Holy Spirit, we 
cannot do anything, not even say," Jesus is Lord!" (I Cor
